The gentleman who 

founded the organization, Srdja Popovic, spoke to the Lower School children at an assembly about the 

importance of care for the environment. They were pleasantly surprised by the amount of trees the children 

had earned in such a short time and have agreed to work closely with us throughout the next school year. 

Our students made a very positive impression with these people and they will be an excellent local 

resource for our science and environmental education in the field. 192,000 dinars bought 728 Spruce and 

Fir trees for planting this Fall. Each child who contributed received a certificate and a car/bicycle sticker.
